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The Buddhas of Bamiyan (Persian: ?????? ?????? – bott-hâye B?miy?n) were 6th-century monumental statues 
of Gautam Buddha carved into the side of a cliff in the Bamyan valley in the Hazarajat region of central 
Afghanistan, 230 kilometres (140 mi) northwest of Kabul at an elevation of 2,500 metres (8,200 ft).The 
withdrawal of U.S. troops from Afghanistan describes the draw down of United States Armed Forces in the 
Afghanistan war and the plans after its post-2014 presence when most combat troops had left Afghanistan at the 
end of 2014.Afghanistan War: Afghanistan War, international conflict beginning in 2001 that was triggered by 
the September 11 attacks.
